�  utomated Building Systems, 
Inc. (ABS) was founded in 

1985 by Dave Righthouse, Alan 
Price Sr. and Dannye McKaig, to 
take advantage of a new technol-

ogy just introduced to the controls 
market; Direct Digital Controls. Un-
til this time most buildings used 
pneumatic controls to control air 
conditioning equipment. A few of 
the larger customers also had a 
Building Management System that 
started and stopped equipment, 
and monitored temperatures. The 
company signed up to be an inde-
pendent field office for Barber Col-
man, one of the major controls 
manufacturers. Barber Colman 
later merged with Robert Shaw. 
Through acquisitions and mergers 
Barber Colman and Robert Shaw 
later become Siebe, and now In-
vensys. 

All three of the founders had previ-
ously worked for Johnson Controls 
in Oklahoma City and when the 
company grew enough to warrant 
opening a second office, Mike Mar-
tin of Johnson Controls in Tulsa 
was the natural choice. Mike 
opened the Tulsa office in 1987 
and became an equal partner with 
the guys from Oklahoma City. The 
Tulsa office company was called 
Building Automation Systems 
(BAS). The company grew sub-
stantially over the next 10 years 
adding Phoenix Laboratory Con-
trols, Strobic Air Exhaust Fans and 
Staefa Controls to the list of prod-
ucts represented. Tragedy struck in 
1997 with the untimely death Mike 
Martin, leaving the Tulsa office 
without a partner. 

Joel Karstetter was the current 
branch manager for Johnson Con-
trols for Tulsa and Oklahoma City. 
Joel, a native Tulsan with a Me-
chanical Engineering degree from 
The University of Oklahoma was

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recruited by Dave Righthouse, for 
the second time. Dave had hired 
Joel as a Sales Engineer for John-
son Controls in 1984 when he 
graduated from OU. Joel left John-
son Controls in 1998, purchased 
Mikes share of the company and 
became the Tulsa office manager. 
The Tulsa office was renamed 
Automated Building Systems-
Tulsa, Inc. 

Several of the original founders 
have now retired and Automated 
Building Systems-Tulsa, Inc. is pri-
marily owned by Dave and Joel. 
They have experienced tremen-
dous growth over the years from a 
meager $276,000 the first year of 
business to over $15,000,000 in 
recent years. They now employ 
over 60 technicians, engineers, 
sales, and administrative personnel 
between the two offices and serve 
many of Oklahoma’s largest facili-
ties. The University of Tulsa, Tulsa 
Community College, Northeastern 
State University, The University of 
Oklahoma, Oklahoma State Uni-
versity, and numerous other health 
care, industrial, educational, and 
office building customers.
