manufacturing process.  McElroy’s 
is a design/build facility that manu-
factures equipment that joins poly-
ethylene pipe.  As with welding 
steel pipe, the joint is stronger than 
the pipe material.  Mr. Burgess 
very briefly described how a con-
cept is brought to fruition at 
McElroy’s.  The concept may begin 
in engineering and is discussed 
and designed with the assistance 
of the manufacturing department.  
Construction documents for some 
parts are sent to other facilities that 
prepare metal castings, fiberglass 
forms, sheet metal and miscellane-
ous minor parts.  Manufacturing as-
sembles and tests all the units.  
Products are shipped around the 
world.  The company has been in 
business for over 54 years, had a 
record year last year and is ex-
panding the facility to meet the de-
mands. 

Mr. Burgess and Mr. Johnson then 
took attendees on a tour of the fa-
cility.  Their customers are trained 
at this same facility.  McElroy’s also 
produces its own website, sales 
and training videos, and all bro-
chures and publications in-house at 
this facility.  Attendees enjoyed the 
entire program and adjourned at 
approximately 8 p.m.
